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In the academic year 2009/10 the Center consists of 13 legal clinics:

The Law, Society and Welfare Clinic : A community Clinic that
focuses mainly on the weak sectors of the population: new
immigrants, senior citizens and the unemployed. The Clinic
integrates in its work approaches from the world of social work.

The Clinical Program for Legal Aid in Conflict Area  s: Sderot :
As a result of the reality of Sderot in recent years and the
problems stemming from the security situation, this Clinic was
established to provide an immediate answer to the legal issues
facing the residents of this area living in these unusual
circumstances.

The Youth Representation Clinic — The Clinic provides legal
aid and therapeutic treatment to at-risk youth ranging from basic
legal assistance to school dropouts to legal representation in
various legal forums.

The Criminal Law Rights Clinic — provides legal assistance and
representation to criminal defendants who cannot afford legal
representation. The Clinic was established out of the belief that
every person is worthy of proper representation.

The Women's Employment Rights Clinic—  Provides legal
advice and aid for women who have suffered discrimination in
the workplace.

The Legal Aid for Sexually Abused Women Clinic - The Clinic
provides assistance to female victims of physical and sexual
violence, from primary consultation to guidance and
accompaniment through the criminal justice process. In addition
the Clinic actively influences public policy in the field.



The Legal Clinic for Quality Government - (in conjunction with
the Movement for a Quality Government): Exposes law students
to the corruption and unethical behavior prevalent in the public
sector. The Clinic gives students an opportunity to use their
acquired legal skills to promote active involvement in civic

causes.

The Program for Empowerment of Human Rights
Organizations In Israel — Integrates students into the various
human rights organizations in Israel where they are involved.

The “Street Law” Program  — Provides legal education
workshops on the subject of rights and obligations to at-risk
teens being treated in various institutions.

The Distributive Justice Clinic:  Students are exposed to the
world of building and planning, within the context of the weaker
sections of the population (e.g. East Jerusalem, Ultra-Orthodox
and others). The Clinic offers alternatives to the current reality.

The Clinic for the Protection of the Environment:
Environmental advocacy including the social aspect (e.g.
asbestos hazards near a school in an underprivileged
neighborhood). The Clinic also engages in policy-making in the
field.

Legal Assistance to Youth from the Arab Minority — An
innovative project, based on community lawyering, which
provides legal assistance and education to youth in the Arab
neighborhoods of East Jerusalem.



The Community Lawyering Clinic  — Facilitates accessibility to
the courts and protects the rights of individuals and groups in
deprived communities in Jerusalem, including underprivileged
neighborhoods, new immigrants and the ultra-orthodox
community.
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
